Blowupdoll can be seen [703]; he wants to be the evil rapper "Grandmaster B." and says to know MC Hammer [521]; he worked as a chimney-sweep for a short time [1001]; the No Ma'am guys celebrated his first "sleep-over" [1021]; he sold "Star Maps" for 25$; he had a short love-affair with Gary [1110]; he slept with Crystal [521], Janie [713], Dee Anna [725], Amber [904], Ashley [1008], Esmeralda [1013] and Ariel [1021]; his TBC-test has been positive [1111]; his clothes are from La Petite Puff [? 524]

Bundy, Eddie npr an aunt of Al; she's ill [613]

Bundy, Edwin npr an uncle of Al; he was an illustrative object on a college  [319]

Bundy, Eugene npr a relative of Al; probably a cousin; the father of Stymie Bundy Junior; he was in prison and married Ms. Penza [511]

bundyfy v/t to sleep with a woman [521, 524, 613]; Al to Bud: "You mean that was you bundyfying that girl over there?" [521]

Bundy, Prof. Ginger npr pseudonym of Kelly for Bud's university; she's an astronautics expert [1005]

Bundy, Headless npr ( Bundy, Wrong Way

Bundy, Heather npr an aunt of Al; wife of Joe Bundy [613]

Bundy, Iggy npr a relative of Al; probably a cousin [511]

Bundy, Indiana npr Bud's alter ego 1990 [803] (< Indiana Jones + Bundy)

Bundy, Jebediah npr Al's grandfather [616]

Bundy, Jimmy npr a cousin of Al [725]

Bundy, Joe npr a deceased uncle of Al; husband of Aunt Heather [613]
